Oppose Radical Abortion Bill in Albany 

Governor Paterson has proposed legislation, the 
"Reproductive Health Act" (S.5808), which would greatly 
expand legalized abortion in our state, and would 
gravely threaten the freedom of conscience of individu-
als and institutions that oppose abortion.  This bill would 
repeal the requirement in current law that only “duly li-
censed physicians” may perform abortions, and permit 
any “health care practitioner” to perform the procedure 
prior to fetal viability; remove any possibility of prosecu-
tion or state disciplinary action against doctors or others 
who perform unauthorized or dangerous abortions; and 
make abortion virtually immune from any regulation such 
as parental notification for minors’ abortions.  The bill 
also threatens the religious liberties of individuals.  It 
could: force Catholic hospitals to perform abortions; 
force Catholic charitable agencies to counsel and refer 
for abortion; and force all schools, including Catholic 
schools, to educate children about abortion.
